Exhibitor Regulations

Article 1. Application for Participation

Completion of the application for participation in INTERMOLD KOREA 2027
shall be deemed effective upon the organizer’s receipt of the application
and issuance of the invoice.

Article 2. Early Application
Early application discounts shall apply only to exhibitors who submit their
application by the early application deadline and fully pay the application
deposit in accordance with the issued invoice.

»> Early Application Deadline: June 30, 2026

P Discount: 10% special discount

Article 3. Booth Allocation

Booth allocation for exhibitors shall be determined by the organizer at its
sole discretion, taking into consideration the product category, payment
of the application fee, previous exhibition participation records, as well
as the size and characteristics of the exhibition space. Exhibitors shall not
lease, transfer, sublease, or exchange all or any part of their allocated
booth to or with any third party or other exhibitors.

P> Principles of Booth Allocation

a) Booths shall be allocated primarily within the relevant product
category.(In the event that booths within a specific product category
are fully occupied, partial adjustments may be made by reallocating
booths across different product categories.)

b) Booth locations shall be designated based on the size criteria
indicated in the official floor plan.(If booths of the requested size
are not available, the organizer may partially modify the floor plan or
allocate divided booth spaces.)

¢) Locations specifically designated by the organizer for special exhibition
areas (including but not limited to overseas country pavilions, mold
manufacturers, and supporting organizations) shall be excluded
from priority allocation.

Article 4. Consent to Use of Likeness Rights

Participants shall be deemed to have agreed that photographs and
video recordings taken during the exhibition period may be used for
promotional purposes of the exhibition. The use of likeness rights shall
be limited to promotional materials related to the exhibition, including
but not limited to printed and video materials, the official website,
newsletters, and online social media platforms. The period of use shall be
up to 2 years from the closing date of the exhibition.

Article 5. Consent to Personal Data Processing

1. The Secretariat shall collect personal information provided at the time
of application, including but not limited to: name, telephone number,
address, mobile phone number, email address, company name, department,
position, and any other information provided in the application form.

2. The Secretariat may use the collected personal information solely for
the purposes of promoting future exhibitions, confirming participation
intentions, and delivering official notices.

3. Once the purpose of collecting and using the personal information has been
fulfilled, the information shall be destroyed without delay.

Article 6. Pre-Screening and Sales Prohibition

1. In consideration of the professional nature and specialization of the
exhibition, the organizer may conduct a pre-screening of exhibited items.
Applications for items deemed irrelevant to the nature of the exhibition
may be rejected.

2. If an applicant is determined to be participating primarily for promotional

events or on-site sales, the Secretariat reserves the right to unilaterally
terminate the exhibition contract, even after the application has been
approved.

Article 7. Withdrawal, Cancellation, and Termination
1. If an exhibitor falls under any of the following circumstances, the organizer
may unilaterally terminate the contract or order the cancellation of
participation and removal of exhibits, even during the exhibition period.
In such cases, any fees already paid shall not be refunded.
a) If the exhibitor displays products that do not conform to the nature or
scope of the exhibition
b) If the exhibitor fails to comply with the Exhibition Operation Guide and
engages in activities that interfere with the operation of the exhibition
¢) If the exhibitor refuses to use all or part of the allocated booth, or transfers
or subleases the booth to a third party without prior approval from
the organizer
2. If an exhibitor withdraws from participation after application, penalties
shall be imposed in accordance with the remaining period as follows:

Date of Cancellation

On or before
December 31, 2026

January 1 ~ 31, 2027

On or after
February 1, 2027

Penalty

30% of the cancelled booth rental fee

50% of the cancelled booth rental fee

100% of the cancelled booth rental fee

Article 8. Restoration to Original Condition

If an exhibitor damages any facilities, fixtures, or equipment within
the exhibition venue, the exhibitor shall restore them to their original
condition immediately upon removal of exhibits, or bear the restoration
costs as assessed and charged by KINTEX.

Article 9. Management of Exhibits

1. During the preparation period and the exhibition period, exhibitors shall
assign on-site personnel to manage their exhibits.

2. The exhibitor shall bear full responsibility for the management of exhibits.
The organizer shall not be liable for any property loss or damage caused
by theft, fire, breakage, or any other accidents occurring within the
exhibition venue.

3. Exhibitors shall obtain appropriate insurance coverage for all exhibits and
important equipment in advance to safeguard against unforeseen accidents
during the preparation, exhibition, and dismantling periods.

Article 10. Work Safety

All personnel entering the exhibition hall during the installation period
shall wear safety helmets. Entry shall be restricted for those who fail to
comply.

Article 11. Fire Prevention and Safety Management

Exhibitors shall place fire extinguishers within their booths and shall bear
full responsibility for fire prevention and fire safety management.

During the exhibition period, exhibitors shall appoint a fire safety manager
responsible for fire prevention and notify the organizer accordingly.

Article 12. Interpretation of Regulations

Any matters not specified in these Exhibitor Regulations shall be
determined through mutual consultation between the organizer and the
exhibitor.
